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Preparation for WEEE regulations for non-domestic UK customers

Please be advised that waste IT equipment (WEEE) as already been reclassified as ‘Hazardous’ and it is now illegal for disposal into landfill. Business users of electronic equipment have new responsibilities under the 2005 hazardous waste act; please refer to Viglen published document QAD18003 for an explanation. 

Viglen has built relationships with IT equipment recycling and disposal experts over a number of years, and have selected a prime contacting partner for operating WEEE compliant services. Prior to WEEE regulations Viglen do provide services for the removal of waste IT equipment.

The current Government timetable for WEEE has ‘Producer’ registration commencing in January 2006. The regulations to enact the WEEE directive are to come into force by the end of June 2006. Viglen is on target to meet these deadlines, though our relationship with our WEEE partner. Viglen have already commenced labelling our new products as non-landfill disposal in-line with the European directive’s original timetable.

Viglen’s responsibility under WEEE regulations will break down into two disposal services, which will be cost neutral to customers. Please note many aspects of the service provision are subject to advice from DTI regards acceptable practices under finalised regulations. From our experience of providing a waste IT equipment removal service, we can advise the following, not withstanding WEEE regulations as enacted:

(1) The Recovery of Historical WEEE:

Viglen will provide more details of how it’s services for like-for-like removal of Historical WEEE will operate by January 06. 

Our WEEE partner will work on Viglen’s behalf to recover Historical WEEE after the regulation’s commencement date.

Hard drives removed by customers before collection shall become the responsibility of the customer to treat and dispose of in accordance with Hazardous Waste Regulations 2005. If the customer is removing the drives because of information security issues, Viglen can alternatively provide a secured service to a recognised standard (at cost and subject to a minimum qty).

Viglen reserves the right not to remove equipment that has been contaminated as per provisions in the WEEE directive. Viglen will fulfil its producer liabilities as transposed into UK law and to the UK timetable.

(2) Future WEEE – Collection of Viglen branded items sold after June 2006

Our WEEE partner will work on Viglen’s behalf to collect Viglen branded equipment sold on or after the WEEE commencement date, at the request of the customer.

Viglen will require that the serial numbers of equipment for collection be provided and agreed in advance. Product serial numbers and WEEE logo must be legible on the Viglen brand equipment being collected.

General Logistics of WEEE services
Charges may apply for portage and packing on collection, if the customer does not act to centralise the WEEE for collection. The allowable timetable between delivery of new goods and the removal of Historical WEEE and minimum collection quantities are to be established against an ‘economically reasonable’ test. Currently minimum quantities are considered as “20 units” equating to 10 CRT monitors and 10 base units.

Our WEEE partner shall handle all waste transfers for and on behalf of Viglen Ltd.

Our WEEE partner as a licensed Waste Carrier and operator of a Licensed Waste Management Site takes full liability for WEEE once removed from a Viglen customer’s site. The transfer shall be processed \ documented as per requirements of the Hazardous Waste Regulations 2005.
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
