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HAZARDOUS WASTE REGULATIONS 2005

SUMMARY:

· Hazardous Waste Regulations 2005 come into full effect 16 July 2005

· Waste Surplus and Redundant IT is classified as Hazardous 

· Each premises producing Hazardous Waste must be registered with EA

· “Hazardous Waste Consignment Notes” must be raised for each collection

· EA charge a levy on each “Hazardous Waste Consignment Note”

· Viglen’s WEEE partner is fully qualified to handle and treat all types of IT surplus

Viglen’s WEEE partner is a Licensed Waste Carrier and operates a Licensed Waste Management Site and is closely monitored by the Environment Agency (EA). Under the terms of our licenses we are required to conform to a range of legislation including The Hazardous Waste Regulations 2005 which come into full effect on 16 July 2005. 

We have been instructed by EA that we must collect waste surplus and redundant IT as Hazardous Waste. This requirement stems from the re-designation of waste IT, in the European Waste Catalogue (EWC), as hazardous and relates particularly to cathode ray tube (CRT) monitors and the batteries installed in base units and laptops. This means that you, our customers, now may become “producers” of Hazardous Waste. If you generate more than 200kgs per year (approximately 10 x 17” monitors) then you now have a legal duty to register your premises with EA.  

Each premises registered will be given a unique registration number by EA - known as a 'premises code' and the following information will be required to complete the registration:

1. The number of employees (within a range) 

2. Your Standard Industrial Classification Code (SIC 2003) 

3. Companies House registration number (if you are Ltd or Plc) 

4. A valid e-mail address

Following on from your Registration, Viglen’s WEEE partner is required to raise a “Hazardous Waste Consignment Note” each time they collect waste equipment and subsequently report back to you and the EA. The Environment Agency will raise a charge of £19 for each “Hazardous Waste Consignment Note” produced. Viglen’s WEEE partner is required to collect this charge on EA’s behalf and we will invoice you accordingly.
